REGULAR MEETING – KINGSTON CITY COUNCIL

TUESDAY, JANUARY 13, 2004 – 7:00 P.M.

KINGSTON COMMUNITY CENTER

The regular meeting of the Kingston City Council was held on Tuesday, January 13, 2004 at 7:00 p.m. in the community center.  Mayor McKeethan called the meeting to order with City Attorney McPherson giving the invocation and Councilman Collins leading the pledge.  Upon roll call the following other members were in attendance: Councilman Creswell, Councilwoman Humphreys, Councilman McClure, Councilman Rivers and Councilman Sugarman.  Staff present: City Manager Jim Pinkerton, Fiscal Officer Carolyn Brewer and City Clerk Eleanor Neal.
PREVIOUS MINUTES

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Creswell to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of the regular meeting on December 9, 2003.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

CITIZENS COMMENTS

Walt Golsby – gave Council members a copy of a map of a possible site to launch the riverboat.

Frank Williams – encouraged the Council to continue to develop the lakefront with a possible boardwalk, boat dock and restaurant.

APPROVAL OF BILLS

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Sugarman to approve an invoice from Tennessee Asphalt, Inc. in the amount of $23,063.94 for the paving of Third and Spring Streets.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

SECOND READING OF AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE PERSONNEL POLICY

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman McClure to adopt on second reading, ordinance #3-12-9-2, to amend the City of Kingston Personnel, Rules and Regulation having to do with Section IV, Miscellaneous Policies, C. Drug and Alcohol Testing Policy.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

SECOND READING OF THE ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE WEAPONS ORDINANCE

A motion by Councilman Collins, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt on second reading, ordinance #3-12-9-1, to amend Section 3, Exception, Subsection A and B of the weapons ordinance to allow weapons at ceremonies parades and funerals.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

FIRST READING OF AN ORDINANCE TO DE-ANNEX CERTAIN PROPERTY 

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman Rivers to adopt on first reading, ordinance #4-1-13, to de-annex Map 68, Parcels 55.05 and 55.06, which is in the area of Green Acres and Center Farms, belonging to Carol Ladd and Joel Zachary.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

PAY FOR VIC SPENCER

A motion by Councilman Creswell, second by Councilwoman Humphreys to authorize an additional payment of $3750.00 to Vic Spencer for additional work he did on the Kingston web site.  This money to be taken from the fund balance.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilman Collins, Aye; Councilman Creswell, Aye; Councilwoman Humphreys, Aye; Councilman McClure, Nay; Councilman Rivers, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Mayor McKeethan, Aye.  6 Ayes  1 Nay

ADD ITEMS TO AGENDA

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman Collins to add the following Growth Issues Committee, Pension Fund Committee and Kingston Drug Free Committee to the prepared agenda.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

 LAKEFRONT PROJECT – REQUEST FOR STATEMENTS OF QUALIFICATIONS

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Sugarman to authorize the City manager to request statements of qualification from consulting firms to do a study on the lake front development. The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

CITY MANAGER TO SIGN CHECKS

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman Creswell to authorize City Manager Jim Pinkerton to sign city, lakefront, payroll and water department checks.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

CAPITOL OUTLAY NOTE

A motion by Councilman Creswell, second by Councilwoman Humphreys to authorize the City manager apply for a Capitol Outlay not in the amount of $500,000.00 from the TN Municipal Bond Fund for widening N. Kentucky Street and to proceed with getting land appraisals in this area.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

CREATE GROWTH ISSUES, DRUG AND PENSION COMMITTEES

A motion by Councilman Creswell, second by Councilman Collins to create a Growth Issues Committee, a Kingston Drug Free Committee and an Employees Pension Fund Committee and give the Mayor authority to appoint members to theses committees.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

Mayor McKeethan appointed Councilman Rivers, Councilman Sugarman and Councilman Creswell to serve on the Growth Issues Committee.

Councilwoman Humphreys, Councilman Collins and Councilman McClure were appointed to serve on the Employees Pension Committee.

Kingston Drug Free Committee members appointed were: Police Chief Jim Washam, Police Officers Randy Childs and Charlie Mullis; Chris Johnson, Cherokee Middle School, Harriett Walker, ORNL Credit Union and well as all council members.

EMPLOYEES INSURANCE

A petition was presented to Council members requesting that that they would reconsider the employees insurance.  After much discussion by employees and Council members, 

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Sugarman to authorize City Manager Jim Pinkerton, Fiscal Officer Carolyn Brewer, and Councilman McClure to meet with Dan Cottrell on Wednesday, January 14 at 2:00 p.m.  At this time Mr. Cottrell will bring proposals comparable to previous John Deere insurance.  Mr. Pinkerton, Mrs. Brewer and department heads will make the decision whether to accept one of the new proposals or return to the State of Tn Gov’t Insurance Program.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote taken: Councilman Collins, Aye; Councilman Creswell, Aye; Councilwoman Humphreys, Aye; Councilman McClure, Pass; Councilman Rivers, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Mayor McKeethan, Aye.  6  Ayes  1 Pass
