REGULAR MEETING – KINGSTON CITY COUNCIL
TUESDAY, MARCH 9, 2004 – 7:00 P.M.
KINGSTON COMMUNITY CENTER
The regular meeting of the Kingston City Council was held on Tuesday, March 9, 2004 at 7:00 p.m. in the community center.  Mayor McKeethan called the meeting to order with Councilman Rivers giving the invocation and Councilwoman Humphreys leading the pledge.  Upon roll call the following other members were in attendance: Councilman Collins, Councilman Creswell, Councilman McClure and Councilman Sugarman.  Staff
Present: City Manager Jim Pinkerton, City Attorney Jack McPherson, Fiscal Officer Carolyn Brewer and City Clerk Eleanor Neal.
PREVIOUS MINUTES
A  motion by Councilman Creswell, second by Councilman Rivers to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of the regular meeting on February 10, 2004.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
CITIZENS COMMENTS
Each year the Southwest Fort has an essay contest for the elementary and middle school children of Roane County.  Mike Woody introduced the winner, Kiley Gunter from Ridgeview Elementary and the runner-up Jeremie Jones from Midway Middle School.
Edith Miles asked why there were two members of Council on the planning commission.
REPORTS
The City manager gave his monthly report.  Other reports given were from Councilman McClure, Animal Control and Councilman Creswell, Park and Recreation.
APPROVAL OF BILLS 
A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Sugarman to approve payment of the invoices from Norvell & Poe Engineers in the amount of a total of $9422.50 for engineering work on the widening of N. Kentucky Street on the North side of I-40.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
ADOPTION OF AGENDA
 

OLD BUSINESS
A  SECOND READING OF ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE PERSONNEL 
A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman Collins to adopt on second reading ordinance #4-2-10, to amend the Personnel Rules and Regulations for the City of Kingston.  This ordinance having to do with Section V, Policies, C. Drug and Alcohol Testing.  This ordinance will add policies for employees in the event they are issued a prescription for a controlled drug by a physician, which may impair the employee.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
B - PLANNING COMMISSION APPOINTMENTS BY MAYOR
Kevin King was appointed to serve an eight-year term, contingent on his resigning from the Board of Zoning Appeals, of the Kingston Regional Planning Commission.  This term will expire on October 31, 2011.
Sharon Stokes was also appointed to fill an unexpired term on the Planning Commission.  This term will expire on October 31, 2006.
NEW BUSINESS
 

A - WORKERS’ COMPENSATION REFORM RESOLUTION
A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilwoman Humphreys to adopt resolution #4-3-9, to encourage the 103rd General Assembly to make important changes in the Tennessee’s workers’ compensation laws that would protect Tennessee workers and at the same time encourage existing jobs to stay in the state and attract new industry.
The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes 
B - EMPLOYEES 2% BONUS
The City employees did not receive a raise in the in FY 2003/2004 budget.  At the time the budget was passed Council said when and if moneys were available they would receive a 2% bonus.
A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman McClure to give the full time employees (who were employed on July 1, 2004) a 2% bonus in lieu of a raise in the 2003/2004 budget.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
C - WOODY DOCK
A motion on Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Collins to remove the dock on Highway 58 walking trail.  The dock, known as the Woody Dock, is in need of repair and would cost approximately $5800.00 to repair.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes 
D – INTERNATIONAL NOVICE TOUR (INT) REQUEST
A request from the INT League Amateur Water Sports competition was received to rent the City Park for a show Saturday and Sunday, July 31 and August 1.
A motion by Councilman Creswell, second by Councilman McClure to charge $25.00 a day for two days for pavilion rental, they would have to pay for port-a-potty rental and they can have use of the boat ramps.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote. 7 Ayes. 
It was decided the Park and Recreation Commission should work on a floating fee scale for park rentals.
E - GARBAGE PICK UP CONTRACT
The City’s contract for garbage pick up with WCI will end July 31, 2004.
A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilwoman Humphreys to authorize the City manager to take bids for a new contract for the Cities garbage pick up.  A letter needs to be sent to WCI telling them the contract will be put out for bids.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
F - 2004/2005 AUDIT CONTRACT
A motion by Councilwoman Humphreys, second by Councilman McClure to authorize the City manger to put out for bids the 2004/2005 audit contract with a time frame for the audit to be finished.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
G – No action taken on Roane Alliance request.  
Consensus of the Council was to give them the budgeted amount of $2500.00.
H – Removed from agenda with no action taken or discussion of speed bumps on Hill St.
I - CITY/COUNTY INTERGOVERNMENTAL COMMITTEE
The Leadership Roane County class of 2004 have a committee which would consist of City and County government representatives for the purpose of increasing the level of communication regarding issues which impact the citizens of Roane County.  Two persons from each City and the County Commission would be appointed to serve a two-year term on the committee.  These appointments are to be made by the Mayor’s and the Chairperson on the County Commission.
 A motion by Councilman Creswell, second by Councilman McClure to recognize the Inter-communication Committee for the Leadership Roane County Class of 2004.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
Mayor McKeethan appointed Councilman Sugarman to serve a one-year term and Councilman Creswell to serve a two-year term on this committee.  When re-appointments are made they will be for a two-year term.  
J – Removed from agenda with no action taken or discussion on Cumberland Street improvements.
ADJOURNMENT
Mayor McKeethan adjourned the meeting following a motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Collins, which passed with a unanimous voice vote.
