COUNCIL MEETING – JULY 13, 2004 – 7:00 P.M.

KINGSTON COMMUNITY CENTER

The Kingston City Council met in regular session a 7:00 p.m. on Tuesday, July 13, 2004, in the Community Center.  Mayor McKeethan called the meeting to order with Councilman Rivers giving the invocation and Councilwoman Humphreys leading the pledge.

ROLL CALL

Councilman Collins, Councilman Creswell, Councilwoman Humphreys, Councilman Rivers, Councilman Sugarman and Mayor McKeethan.  Staff present:  City Manager Jim Pinkerton, City Attorney Jack McPherson, Fiscal Officer Carolyn Brewer and Joyce Lewis filling in for City Clerk Eleanor Neal. Councilman McClure was absent.

PREVIOUS MINUTES

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Sugarman to waive the reading and approve as written, the minutes of the regular meeting June 8, 2004.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

CITIZEN’S COMMENTS

Floyd Lawson requested a donation for a “Back to School Bash” which will be held in Harriman on August 9, 2004.  Plans for this event include a water slide, rock climbing, rides and radio stations.  Harriman contributed $500 and the County has contributed $500.  Mr. Lawson stated total cost would be approximately $2,000; therefore he needs a minimum of $1,000.  The Council left this decision to the City Manager and Fiscal Officer.  They will contact Mr. Lawson after they have a chance to review the budget.  Mr. Lawson’s number is 882-2888 or 590-0770.

Chris Goedeke, a resident of E. Church Street, voiced concerns regarding the widening/repaving of the street and his shrubs being pulled up.  He is also concerned about poles being removed that provided some protection to his residence from road traffic and also the possible run-off of water after these changes are made.  After a brief discussion the decision was made to install a guardrail and he was assured that curbing should solve and problems with water run-off.
