SPECIAL CALLED MEEETING – KINGSTON CITY COUNCIL
TUESDAY, DECEMBER 20, 2005 – 4:30 P.M.

KINGSTON COMMUNTIY CENTER

A special called meeting of the Kingston City Council was called to order by Mayor Beets on Tuesday, December 20, 2005 at 4:30 p.m.  Councilman Rivers gave the invocation and Mayor Beets led the pledge.  Upon roll call the following members were present: Councilman Cook, Councilman Creswell, Councilman McClure, Councilman Miles and Councilman Rivers.  Councilman Sugarman was absent.  Staff present: City Manager Jim Pinkerton, City Attorney Jack McPherson, Fiscal Officer Carolyn Brewer and City Clerk Eleanor Neal.

A. APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE COMMITMENT DOCUMENTS WITH THE U.S. RURAL DEVELOPMENT ADMINISTRATION FOR $205,600 IN GRANT FUNDS AND AN $821,000 LOAN (AT 4-1/4 PERCENT INTEREST FOR 38 YEARS) FOR THE ROCKWOOD WATERLINE INTERCONNECT PROJECT

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Miles to authorize the Mayor to execute necessary documents with the U.S. Rural Development Administration for a $205,600 in grant funds and a loan in the amount of $821,000 for the Rockwood Waterline Interconnect Project.
After discussion on whether we need the water at this time and if we a contract to purchase water from Rockwood or expand our plant.

Mr. Pinkerton stated we need to decide to continue or not to continue.  This would only be a letter of intent and if the project was not doable, we could get out of the funds.  We need to keep our options open and plan for the future.  

If the motion is not passed, the grant will be lost and we also need time to explore our options.  This is not a commitment just a letter of condition.

Councilman McClure had to leave the meeting to attend another meeting previously scheduled.

Councilman Miles made a motion, second by Councilman Cook to amend the motion to replace letter of condition for commitment documents.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.   5 Ayes
Mayor Beets called for a vote on the original motion as amended to authorize the Mayor to execute a letter of condition with the U.S. Rural Development Administration for the said loan and grant money.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.

B. AUTHORIZE THE CITY MANAGER AND THE CITY ATTORNEY TO NEGOTIATE PURCHASE AND/OR TRANSMISSION AGREEMENTS WITH THE ROCKWOOD WATER, SEWER AND NATURAL GAS BOARD AND THE ROANE CENTRAL UTILITY DISTRICT

Councilman Creswell made a motion, second by Councilman Miles to authorize the City Manager and City Attorney to negotiate transmission agreements with Rockwood Water, Sewer and Natural Gas Board and Roane Central Utility District and to include the Mayor in the negotiations.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes 

Mayor Beets adjourned the meeting following a motion by Councilman Cook, second by Councilman Creswell which passed with a unanimous voice vote.
