REGULAR MEETING – KINGSTON CITY COUNCIL

TUESDAY, FEBRUARY 8, 2005 – 7:00 P.M.

KINGSTON COMMUNITY CENTER

The regular meeting of the Kingston City Council was held on Tuesday, February 8, 2005 in the community center. Mayor McKeethan called the meeting to order with City Manager Jim Pinkerton giving the invocation and Councilman McClure leading the pledge.  Upon roll call the following members were present: Councilman Collins, Councilman Creswell, Councilwoman Humphreys, Councilman McClure, Councilman Rivers and Councilman Sugarman.  Staff present: City Manager Jim Pinkerton, City Attorney Jack McPherson, Fiscal Officer Carolyn Brewer and City Clerk Eleanor Neal.

PREVIOUS MINUTES

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman McClure to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of the regular meeting on January 4, 2005.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

NO CITIZEN COMMENTS

REPORTS

City Manager Jim Pinkerton reported on the N. Kentucky Street Project; Gallaher Road sewer line; RDA grant of $205,000 for the Rockwood Interconnect Project; Waterfront Development Project; Personnel Policy; budget meetings.

Willie Gordon, Fire Dept.; April Johnson, Park and Recreation; Mike Woody, Fort; Don White, Rockwood Electric Utility.

Councilman Creswell said he would be available for budget work session April 5th.  Mr. Creswell asked Mayor McKeethan to appoint someone else to serve on the Intergovernmental Committee, as his new job would prevent him from serving.

CERTIFICATES OF AWARD FOR POLICE OFFICERS AND FIREMEN

Mayor McKeethan and Police Chief Jim Washam and Fire Chief Willie Gordon presented certificates of award to: Officer Caleb Strayer; Officer Charlie Mullis; Reserve Officer Casey Mynatt; Investigator Pete Stinnett; Firemen Jimmy Tipton; Firemen Eddie Lentz and Fire Captain Jody Tipton.

Don White, representing State Representative Dennis Ferguson, also presented certificates to these officers and firemen as well as members of the Roane County Sheriff Department, Roane County Rescue Squad and the Tennessee Highway Patrol.

These certificates were presented for saving the lives of four people involved in a wreck at the Lawnville Road exit on January 8th.  When officers arrived the vehicle was upside down in a creek of about four-foot of water.  Officers freed the passengers from the vehicle through a window that was partially down.

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman Rivers to adopt on second reading ordinance #5-1-4, to regulate the sale, purchase and possession of alcoholic beverages; levy a privilege tax and inspection fee; to regulate locations and operation of retail liquor stores; and to provide penalties for the violation of this ordinance.

A motion by Councilman Creswell to amend Section 9 by eliminating the size of the display area failed for a lack of a second.

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Collins to amend Section 20, under Subsection B, Domicile, by adding the same language as in Section 15, #4 that at least 51% of the partnership, corporation or limited liability company be owned by natural persons who have been a resident of the City or a resident of the area of Roane County defined by the Kingston Urban Growth Boundary for at least three (3) years immediately prior to the time the application is filed.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote taken: Councilman Collins, Aye; Councilman Creswell, Aye; Councilwoman Humphreys, Pass; Councilman McClure, Nay; Councilman Rivers, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Mayor McKeethan, Aye.

5 Ayes 1 Nay 1 Pass

Mayor McKeethan called for a vote on the original motion as amended. A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt on first reading ordinance #5-2-8-1, to revise City ordinances regarding the manufacture, receipt, possession, storage, transport and sale of beer.

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Creswell to amend the motion by deleting Section, C, have been in continual operation of a period of six (6) months. B.   APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A CONTRACT

       WITH HENRY AND ANITA IGOU TO CONSTRUCT A PIER TO REPLACE

       WOODY DOCK

Henry and Anita Iguo had met with council in the past asking that the dock behind their house, located on City park property, which belong to the City and had been torn down because the dock was badly deteriorated.  Mr. and Mrs. Iguo had asked permission to rebuild the dock at their own expense.  Attorney McPherson, met with the Iguo’s and reached an agreement to rebuild the dock.  This will need approval from TVA, and will be for public use.

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Rivers to authorize the mayor to execute a contract with Henry and Anita Iguo to replace the Woody Dock located on City park property on Highway 58.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

ZONING MAP BY REZONING A PART OF PARCEL 011.00, ROANE 

COUNTY TAX MAP 059 FROM C-1 TO R-2

 Baker Hamilton, owner of the property had requested this property to be rezoned and was approved by the Kingston Regional Planning Commission.

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Collins to adopt on first reading ordinance #5-2-8-3, to amend the zoning map by rezoning property fronting Ladd Landing Way from C-1, Highway Business to R-2, Multi-family Residential District.

E. AUTHORIZE EMPLOYMENT OF BOND COUNCIL FOR THE ROCKWOOD

INTERCONNECT

A motion by Councilman Creswell, second by Councilman Sugarman to take the recommendation of City Attorney McPherson to hire the firm of Bass, Berry and Sims as bond council for the Rockwood Interconnect Project.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

F. APPROVAL OF AN ENGINEERING TRAFFIC STUDY AT CHEROKEE 

MIDDLE SCHOOL

Several complaints have been received from a business owner near the Cherokee Middle School on James Ferry Road concerning the traffic flow before and during the afternoon dismissal period.  Roane County School Board member, Tyler Overstreet attended the work session on Monday night and stated he would ask the school board share the cost.  The amount of the project is $2160.00.

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Sugarman to authorize a traffic study by Samuel Parnell, Jr., P.E. for the area on James Ferry Road at Cherokee Middle School in the amount of $1080.00 for the City and $1080.00 for the school board.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

G. APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION REQUESTING HARRIMAN NATIONAL

GUARD BASE FROM THE STATE FOR USE AS AN EMERGENCY

SERVICE TRAINING FACILITY FOR ROANE COUNTY

Mayor McKeethan has received a letter from Roane County Emergency Management & homeland security director, William Rose requesting the City pass a resolution asking the State for permission to use the National Guard Base in Harriman as a training facility for Roane County.  He requested a copy of the resolution be sent to Governor Bredesen, State Rep. Dennis Ferguson, State Senator Tommy Kilby and U.S.Rep. Zack Wamp. 

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Creswell to adopt resolution 

#5-2-8, requesting the use of the National Guard Base in Harriman as a training center for Roane County.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

H. APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A CONTRACT

WITH FOUNDATION SYSTEMS ENGINERING, P.C. FOR PRELIMINARY

       SUBSURFACE EXPLORATION OF THE ROSE PROPERTY

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Rivers to approve and authorize the Mayor to execute a contract with Foundation Systems Engineering for a preliminary subsurface exploration of the Rose property in the amount of $2870.00.

The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

      LIQUOR PACKAGE STORES

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Creswell to add to the prepared agenda to set a time for applications for liquor package stores to be taken.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Creswell that the time of April 1st. to May 2, 2005 be the time to accept applications for a liquor package store.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

Mayor McKeethan adjourned the meeting following a motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Collins passed with a unanimous voice vote.
