SPECIAL CALLED MEETING – KINGSTON CITY COUNCIL

WEDNESDAY, JULY 27, 2005 -4:00 P.M.

KINGSTON COMMUNITY CENTER

A special called meeting of the Kingston City Council was held on Wednesday, July 27, 2005 at 4:00 p.m. in the community center.  Mayor Beets called the meeting to order with the following members present upon roll call: Councilman Cook, Councilman McClure, Councilman Miles, Councilman Rivers and Councilman Sugarman.  Councilman Creswell arrived after roll call.

A.   LETTER OF INTENT REGARDING MIDTOWN ANNEXATION AREA.

A motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman Sugarman to approve a letter of intent to provide City of Kingston services to the proposed Midtown annexation area.

A motion by Councilman Cook, second by Councilman McClure to amend the motion by adding to Refuse Collection,  that presently the tipping fee for garbage pick-up is $7.35 per month, per month household and that an agreement with Roane Central Utility District for billing of this fee for the City would be negotiated.
A motion by Councilman Rivers, second by Councilman Sugarman to amend the amendment that the agreement with Roane Central Utility District for collecting the garbage tipping fee be left out of the letter.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

A vote on the amendment to include the cost of $7.35 for garbage tipping fee be added to the letter of intent passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7Ayes

Mayor Beets called for a vote on the original motion as amended.  That in the section Refuse Collection, a sentence be added that presently we are charging a garbage tipping fee of $7.35 per month, per household be added.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes (letter attached)
Harlan Thompson, Ruitan Road – Stated his property is currently being used as agriculture and asked what would happen to the zoning of his property.

City Attorney McPherson stated the zoning would come in as R-1, but it would not affect the use of his property.  He could continue to farm on the property.

Lester Adkission thanked City Attorney McPherson, City Manager Pinkerton and the Council for getting the letter out so quickly so they could pass along the information to the citizens of Midtown.

B. DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION REGARDING EMINENT DOMAIN

A motion by Councilman Miles, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt resolution 5-7-27 urging the United States Congress and the legislature of the State of Tennessee to pass legislation that protects the private property of its citizens from unjust “taking” under the provisions of the fifth amendment of the United States Constitution.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.

Councilman Rivers thanked Mayor Beets for the great job of his representation of the City of Kingston at the meeting with County Mayor Yager and other City mayor this past weekend.
Mayor Beets adjourned the meeting following a motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman to adjourn the meeting passed with a unanimous voice vote.
