KINGSTON COMMUNITY CENTER

A. SECOND READING OF ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 1, PARAGRAPH 1 (K) 
       AND PARAGRAPH 1 (W) OF THE MUNICIPAL ORDINANCE REGULATING 
        LIQUOR STORES AND THE OPERATION OF SAME

Councilman Rivers made a motion, a second by Councilman Miles to adopt on second reading ordinance #5-9-13-3, to delete Section 1, paragraph 1(K) and Paragraph 1 (W) of ordinance  5-1-4 regulating retail liquor stores in Kingston. The motion passed with the following roll call vote taken: Councilman Cook, Pass; Councilman Creswell, Aye; Councilman Miles, Aye; Councilman Rivers, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Nay; Mayor Beets, Aye.

Councilman Rivers made a motion, second by Councilman Miles to adopt on second reading ordinance #5-9-13-2, to amend Section 16 and Section 17 paragraph (C) 3 of ordinance 5-4-1 regulating retail liquor stores and the operation of same.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote taken: Councilman Cook, Pass; Councilman Creswell, Aye; Councilman Miles Aye; Councilman Rivers, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Pass; Mayor Beets, Aye.  4 Ayes 2 Pass 

F. SECOND READING OF ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 17 (D) OF THE MUNICIPAL ORDINANCES REGULATING RETAIL LIQUOR STORES AND THE OPERATION OF SAME

Councilman Rivers made a motion, second by Councilman Miles to adopt on second reading ordinance #5-9-13-7, to amend Section 17 (D) of ordinance # 5-1-4 of the ordinance regulating the operation of liquor stores.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote taken: Councilman Cook, Pass; Councilman Creswell, Aye; Councilman Miles, Aye; Councilman Rivers, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Pass; Mayor Beets, Aye.  4 Ayes  2 Pass
Councilman Creswell had to leave the meeting due to a prior commitment.
G. GALLAHER ROAD CORRIDOR APPLICATION FOR CERTIFICATE OF COMPLIANCE FOR RETAIL LIQUOR STORES

1. DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE APPROVAL OF APPLICATION OF CONNIE MARIE HABA

Councilman Rivers made a motion, second by Councilman Miles to approve the application for a liquor store for Connie Marie Haba.

Councilman Rivers asked Ms. Haba why she was applying for a liquor license; would she being operating the store and would she be asking for an extension on her one hundred twenty (120 days)? Ms. Haba stated she saw a good opportunity to invest some money in this store; her son would operate the store and yes, she would possibly need an extension.

Police Chief Washam stated he had finished his background check on Ms. Haba and found no problem.

Fire Chief Gordon stated he had checked out the location and it met all the requirement.

Councilman Rivers made a motion, second by councilman Miles to amend the motion to approve the application and authorize the mayor to sign the Certificate of Compliance for Ms. Haba contingent upon the publication of her advertisement in the local newspaper.

     on Gallaher Road for the liquor store.  The property does not have a 911 address yet.  The 
     motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes
     3.   DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE APPROVAL OF APPLICATION FOR MICHAEL                     

           CHAD EDWARDS
     Councilman Rivers made a motion, second by Councilman Miles to approve the application 

     submitted by Michael Chad Edwards and to authorize the mayor to sign a Certificate of 
     compliance.
     Councilman Rivers asked Mr. Edwards if he would be manager of the store and if he had any    
     retail experience? 
     Mr. Edwards stated yes, he had a video store several years back, had worked at a convenience      
     store and is operating a snow cone business at the present time.

     Police Chief Washam and Fire Chief Gordon both stated a background check had been made     

     and inspection of the property had been made and Mr. Edwards checked out for the licenses.
     Councilman Rivers asked the distance from the Michael Dunn Center.  Mr. Gordon stated

     the store was one hundred (100) feet from the from the center and that he would be inspecting   
     the renovation of the building.

    The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes
