The Kingston City council met in regular session on Tuesday, January 10, 2006 at 7:00 p.m. in the community center.  Mayor Beets called the meeting to order with Councilman Rivers giving the invocation and Mayor Beets leading the pledge.  Upon roll call the following members were in attendance: Councilman Creswell, Councilman McClure, Councilman Rivers and Councilman Sugarman.  Councilman Miles was absent:  Staff present: City Manager Jim Pinkerton, Fiscal Officer Carolyn Brewer and City Clerk Eleanor Neal.  City Attorney Jack McPherson was absent.
PREVIOUS MINUTES
Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Creswell to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of the regular meeting on December 13, 2005 and a special called meeting on December 20, 2005.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

A. APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE THE INSTALLATION OF SPEED BUMPS ON THE FOLLOWING STREETS PURSUANT TO APPROVAL IN THE FY 07 BUDGET (OR IN THE FY 06 BUDGET IF MATERIALS ARE AVAILABLE IN-HOUSE)

Councilman Creswell made a motion to install a speed bump on Valley Road in the FY 2006-07 budget.  The motion failed for a lack of a second.
Councilman Creswell made a motion to install a speed bump on Montvue Avenue in the FY 2006-07 budget.  The motion failed for a lack of a second.
Councilman Creswell made a motion to install a speed bump on Tyler Place in the FY 2006-07 budget.  The motion failed for a lack of a second.
Councilman Creswell made a motion to install a speed bump on Forest Brook Way in the FY 2006-07 budget.  The motion failed for a lack of a second.
B.  APPROVE CHANGES TO THE POLICY FOR NEIGHBORHOOD SPEED BUMPS PURSUANT TO THE ATTACHMENT ENTITLED “LIST OF CHANGES TO POLICY FOR NEIGHBORHOOD”

Councilman Creswell made a motion, second by Councilman Rivers to approve the changes in the Speed Bump Policy prepared by the city attorney and present to council.  The motion failed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilman Creswell, Aye; Councilman McClure, Pass; Councilman Rivers, Pass; Councilman Sugarman, Pass; Mayor Beets, Aye.

NEW BUSINESS 
A. ADOPT RESOLUTION FOR THE MAINTENANCE, PRESERVATION AND PROTECTION OF PUBLIC RECORDS AND ESTABLISHING PROCEDURES FOR ACCESSING AND COPYING PUBLIC RECORDS

Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt resolution 

6-1-10 providing for the maintenance, preservation and protection of public records and establishing procedures for accessing and copying public records.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

Councilman Sugarman stated he would like to change Section 2-A, the charge per copy from $.50 to $.25 which would be in line with others fee charged.

After discussion concerning the cost of a police accident report, Councilman McClure withdrew his motion
Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Creswell to add this item to the February 14th council meeting agenda.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.

B. APPROVE A 30-DAY EXTENSION OF THE OPENING OF THE LIQUOR STORE FOR MR. ART AUSTIN
Councilman McClure made a motion, second by Councilman Creswell to grant a thirty (30) day extension as requested by Art Austin in accordance with our liquor ordinance of the opening of his liquor store.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

C. ACCEPT THE OFFER OF LADD LANDING LLC TO PAY THE COST OF A 
FEASIBILITY STUDY BY VAUGHN AND MELTON OF KNOXVILLE FOR 
THE CONS
UCTION OF THE ROSE CROSSING PROJECT AND 
AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE ALL DOCUMENTS NECESSARY TO COMMISSION THE FEASIBILUTY STUDY AT NO COST TO THE CITY OF KINGSTON

Councilman Rivers made a motion, second by Councilman McClure to accept the offer from 
Matt Caldwell and Joe Caldwell of Ladd Landing LLC to do a feasibility study by Vaughn and Melton for the construction of the Rose Crossing Project and authorize the Mayor to execute all documents necessary to the study, at no cost to the City.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

D. ACCEPT, WITHOUT ANY COST TO THE CITY OF KINGSTON THE OFFER OF MATT C. CALDWELL AND JOE M. CLADWELL TO PREPARE APPLICATIONS FOR FEDERAL TRANSPORTATION GRANT FUNDING IN THE AMOUNT OF $950,000 TO BE USED FOR THE ROSE CROSSING PROJECT.  SUCH APPLICATION SHALL BE SUBMITTED TO THE COUNCIL FOR APPROVAL BEFORE BEING FILED

Councilman Rivers made a motion, second by Councilman McClure to approve Matt and Joe Caldwell to prepare an application, without any cost to the City, for Federal Transportation Grant Funding in the amount of $950,000 for the Rose Crossing Project.  That such applications shall be submitted for approved by council before being filed.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes
E.  
AUTHORIZE MATT C. CALDWELL AND JOE M. CLADWELL, WITHOUT ANY COST OR OBLIGATION TO THE CITY OF KINGSTON, TO DEVELOP A PRESENTATION FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF A SCIENCE AND ARTS 
COLLABORATION AND MEETING CENTER TO BE OWNED BY THE CITY OF KINGSTON AND OPERATED BY SUBCONTRACTOR
Councilman Rivers made a motion, second by Councilman McClure to authorize Matt and Joe Caldwell to develop a presentation for a Science and Art Collaboration and Meeting Center.  This would be of no cost or obligation to the City, but would be owned by the City and operated by a sub-contractor.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

Joe Caldwell addressed council stating he was not asking for any money just the blessing of the City.  They were putting the presentation together and going out to find the money for the project.  A project like this would be growth to the area and will cost around five to ten million dollars with no obligation to the City.
Council discussed the deadline for submitting names to fill the vacant council seat of Lloyd Cook will be January 24, 2006.

There being no other items on the prepared agenda, Mayor Beets adjourned the meeting following a motion by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman passed with a unanimous voice vote.
