Councilman Miles made a motion, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt on second reading ordinance #7-5-8-3, to adopt a “Code of Ethics” to ensure the proper performance of government business and to avoid any misconduct and conflicts of interest on the part of the employees of the City. C.  SECOND READING OF ORDINANCE AMENDING THE SCALE REQUIREMENT FOR SITE PLANS IN THE ZONING ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF KINGSTON

Councilman Sugarman made a motion, second by Councilman Creswell to adopt on first reading ordinance #7-6-12-4, to amend Article III, section B of the present municipal flood prevention ordinance making an updated flood insurance rate map adoption date.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes
G.  ADOPT A RESOLUTION APPOINTING WILLIE GORDON AS REPRESENTATIVE FOR THE CITY OF KINGSTON TO SERVE ON A CORE COMMITTEE WITH THE ROANE COUNTY OFFICE OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT AND HOMELAND SCURITY TO REVIEW THE COUNTY’S HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN TO IDENTIFY THE NATURAL HAZARD AND TO FORMULATE PLANS TO PREVENT OR REDUCE THE EFFECTS OF UNAVOIDABLE HAZARDS THAT MAY OCCUR
