Kingston City Council met in regular session on Tuesday, September 11, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. in the community center. 4.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES

A.  FIRST READING OF AN ORDINANCE TO ANNEX CERTAIN TERRITORY KNOWN AND DESIGNATED AS PARCEL 14.02 ON ROANE COUNTY TAX MAP 59 OWNED BY PICKET PROPERTIES AND TO INCORPORATE THE SAME WITHIN THE CORPORATE BOUNDARIES OF THE CITY OF KINGSTON TENNESSEE

A motion by Councilwoman DeVall, second by Councilman Miles to adopt resolution #7-9-11, adopting a Plan of Services for Map 59, Parcel 14.02, property owned by Pickel Properties.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

D.  APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT BETWEEN TH CITY OF KINGSTON AND JAMES W. PICKEL REGARDING THE ANNEXATION OF PARCEL 14.04 ON ROANE COUNTY TAX MAP 59, OWNED BY PICKEL PROPERTIES

E.  FIRST READING OF AN ORDINANCE REZONING CERTAIN TERRITORY (PARCEL 56.05 AND 56.06, ROANE COUNTY TAX MAP 59 WITHIN THE CITY LIMITS OF KINGSTON, TENNESSEE FROM R-1, RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT, TO C-2, HIGHWAY BUSINESS

A motion by Councilwoman DeVall, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to adopt on first reading ordinance # 7-9-11-3, to re-zone the property at 851 Lawnville Road (Jim Johnson) from R-1 to C-2, Highway Business District.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.

F.  AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A LETTER AUTHORIZING THE TENNESSEE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (TDOT) TO PROCEED WITH THE I-40/GALLAHER ROAD INTERCHANGE LIGHTING PROJECT UTILIZING STP FUNDS AND 50/50 PROGRAM GRANTS

A motion by Councilwoman DeVall, second by Councilman Sugarman to authorize the Mayor to send a letter to TDOT, asking them to proceed with the I-40/Gallaher Road Interchange Lighting Project.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes
G.  APPROVE THE KINGSTON GROWTH BOUNDARY COMMITTEE’S RECOMMENDATION TO EXPAND THE GROWTH BOUNDARIES AS FOLLOWS:

(1) ADD THOSE PROPERTIES WHICH FRONT BOTH SIDES OF HIGHWAY 70 FROM CLINCH RIVER BRIDGE TO THE EXISTING HARRIMAN CITY LIMITS (2) ADD THOSE PROPERTIES WHICH LIE WEST OF PAINT ROCK FERRY ROAD ALONG WATTS BAR LAKE FROM THE CURRENT CITY LIMITS TO AND INCLUDING THE PROPERTY KNOWN AS “THE BROWN PROPERTY

A motion by Councilman Miles, second by Councilwoman DeVall to take the recommendation of the Growth committee to add to the growth plan properties on Highway 70 from Clinch River bridge to the existing Harriman City limits and the property on Paint Rock Ferry Road from the existing City limits to the  Brown property.

A motion by Councilman Williams, second by Councilman Sugarman to amend the motion to just approve (1) add those properties which front both sides of Highway 70 from the Clinch River Bridge to the existing Harriman City limits and send (2) properties on Paint Rock Ferry Road back to the growth committee.   The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes
A vote of the original motion as amended passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

H.  FIRST READING OF AN ORDINANCE INCREASING AND DISIGNATING THE NUMBER OF VOLUNTEER RESERVE OFFICERS TO SERVE WITH THE VOLUNTEER RESERVE UNIT OF THE CITY OF KINGSTON

A motion by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilman Miles to adopt on first reading ordinance #7-9-11-4, to change the number of  police department volunteer reserve officers from twelve (12) up to seventeen (17).  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

A motion by Councilwoman DeVall, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to adjourn the meeting passed with a unanimous voice vote.
