4.   PREVIOUS MINUTES

A motion by Councilwoman DeVall, second by Councilman Miles to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of the regular meeting on December 11, 2007 and a special called meeting on December 27, 2007.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

8.  NEW BUSINESS

A.  FIRST READING OF AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE 7-8-14 (BILL BOARD ORDINANCE)

A motion by Councilman Williams, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to adopt on first reading ordinance #8-1-15, to amend ordinance 7-8-18 regarding the addition of definitions of signs and billboards.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

B.  APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE THE LEASE PURCHASE OF AN AUTOMOBILE FOR THE FIRE DEPARTMENT

A motion by Councilman Miles, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to approve the lease purchase of a 2007 Ford Crown Vic in the amount of $21,980 from Alexander Fleet Sales to be used by the fire department.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

C.  ADOPT RESOLUTIONS FINANCING THE ROCKWOOD WATERLINE INTERCONNECT PROJECT AS FOLLOWS:

1.  AN INITIAL RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF AN $821,000 WATER REVENUE AND TAX BOND, SERIES 2008 OF THE CITY OF KINGSTON, TENNESSEE

A motion by Councilwoman DeVall, second by Councilman Miles to adopt resolution #8-1-15-1, the initial resolution authorizing the issuance of a $821,000 Water Revenue and Tax Bond, Series 2008 for the Rockwood Waterline Interconnect Project.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

2.  A RESOLUTION THAT THE OFFER OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA TO PURCHASE THE MUNICIPALITY’S $821,000 WATER REVENUE AND TAX BOND, SERIES 2008 AT PAR AT AN INTEREST RATE NOT TO EXCEED FOUR AND ONE-QUARTER PERCENT (4.25%) PER ANNUM PURSUANT TO THE LOAN AGREEMENT WITH THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA IS HEREBY ACCEPTED

A motion by Councilwoman DeVall, second by Councilman Miles to adopt resolution #8-1-15-2, 
Authorizing the issuance of an $821,000 water revenue and tax bond, Series 2008; providing for the collection and disposition of the revenues from the waterworks system; making provision for the issuance, sale and payment of the bond; establishing the terms and the disposition of proceeds; and the levy of a tax under certain conditions for the payment of principal and interest;
and providing detail relating to the issuance of bond anticipation notes.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

D.  APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE THE ANNUAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF KINGSTON, TENNESSEE AND ROANE COUNTY, TENNESSEE ANIMAL SHELTER

A motion was made by Councilwoman DeVall, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to approve and authorize the Mayor to execute the 2008 animal control agreement with Roane County Animal Shelter.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes
E.  APPROVAL OF THE JANUARY 3, 2008, AMENDED URBAN GROWTH BOUNDARY REPORT FOR THE CITY OF KINGSTON, TENNESSEE AS PREPARED BY THE STATE OF TENNESSEE DEPARTMENT OF ECONOMIC AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT, LOCAL PLANNING ASSISTANCE OFFICE OF THE EAST TENNESSEE REGION, KNOXVILLE, TENNESSEE

A motion was made by Councilman Williams, second by Councilman Miles to approve the amended Urban Growth Boundary Report presented to council at the January 8th work session.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes

F.  COUNCIL APPOINTMENT OF CELIA SIMON TO A FIVE-YEAR TERM ON THE HISTORIC ZONING COMMISSION BEGINNING ON JANUARY 1, 2007 AND ENDING DECEMBER 31, 2011, PURSUANT TO THE RECOMMENDATION BY THE COMMISSION

A motion was made by Councilwoman Ferguson, second by Councilwoman DeVall to appoint Celia Simon to serve another five (5) year term on the on the Kingston Historic Zoning Commission.  This term will expire on December 31, 2011.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  5 Ayes
With no other items of business on the prepared agenda, Councilman Miles made a motion to adjourn the meeting, second by Councilwoman Ferguson.  The motion passed with a unanimous voice vote.
