A motion made by Councilwoman DeVall, second by Councilman Sugarman to adopt on first reading ordinance #8-10-14-1, to de-annex property belonging to Earl Pesterfield (Map 68, Parcel 34.02).  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes
F.   ADOPT A RESOLUTION ADOPTING AN IDENTITY THEFT POLICY

A motion made by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to adopt resolution 8-10-14-1, to adopt an Identity Theft Policy for the City.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

G.   APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE AN AMENDMENT INCREASING THE RATE OF THE CITY MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT WITH THE TENNESSEE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION

A motion made by Councilwoman DeVall, second by Councilman Sugarman to approve and authorize the Mayor to execute the maintenance agreement with the Tennessee Department of Transportation to increase the current reimbursement rate.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

H.   ADOPT A RESOLUTION REQUESTING AUTHORIZATION OF A NEW LOAN WITH THE TENNESSEE MUNICIPAL LEAGUE BOND FUND (TML) IN THE AMOUNT OF $1.9 MILION DOLLARS FOR SEWER LINES AND IMPROVEMENTS AND AN AUTOMATED METER READING SYSTEM

A motion made by Councilwoman DeVall, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to approve the appointment by Mayor Beets to appoint Glenn Collins to another Eight (8) year term on the Kingston Planning Commission.  This term will expire on October 31, 2016.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilwoman DeVall, Aye; Councilwoman Ferguson, Aye; Councilman Miles, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Aye; Councilman Williams, Pass, Mayor Beets, Aye.  5 Ayes  1 Pass

J.   COUNCIL APPOINTMENT OF NORMAN SUGARMAN TO A FIVE-YEAR TERM ON THE BOARD OF ZONING APPEALS

A motion was made by Councilwoman DeVall, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to appoint Norman Sugarman to a five (5) year term on the Board of Zoning Appeals.  This term will expire on October 31, 2013.  The motion passed with the following roll call vote recorded: Councilwoman DeVall, Aye; Councilwoman Ferguson, Aye; Councilman Miles, Aye; Councilman Sugarman, Pass; Councilman Williams, Aye; Mayor Beets, Aye.   5 Ayes 1 Pass

K.  APPROVE MOVING THE NOVEMBER CITY COUNCIL WORK SESSION FROM NOVEMBER 4 TO NOVEMBER 3, 2008 AND MOVING THE NOVEMBER CITY COUNCIL MEETING TO NOVEMBER 13, 2008

A motion by Councilman Miles, second by Councilman Sugarman to move the November work session to November 3, and the City Council meeting to November 13, 2008.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  6 Ayes

 L.   ROANE COUNTY FALLEN OFFICERS MEMORIAL
A motion made by Councilman Williams, second by Councilman Miles whereas the first officer honored on the Roane County Falled Officers Memorial Corporation – a state chartered non-profit organization is former Kingston town marshal John Wester,Jr.; whereas it is fitting and proper that the city offer its financial assistance in recognizing the contribution of law enforcement officers past and present who have served and protected our town and its citizens, whereas the Law Enforcement Memorial is a beautiful monument fitting for all citizens of Kingston to enjoy while reflecting upon the great sacrifices made by our law enforcement officers and the great fortune we all have in living beneath the umbrella of security afforded by the dedicated and professional law enforcement officers of the Kingston Police Department; the City of Kingston City Council hereby directs the City Manager to draw a check in the sum of $2000.00 in favor of the Roane County Fallen Officers Memorial Corporation to be delivered to the Memorial’s authorized representatives at the earliest opportunity.

A motion made by Councilman Miles, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to postpone action until after the November 3rd work session.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.

Councilman Williams raised a parliamentary point of order questioning the propriety of the Mayor speaking to a topic that had already been dispensed by the vote of Council and that Mayor overruled on the grounds that Council was between agenda items leaving the floor open for him (and others) to speak to the previously postponed agenda item.

M.   THAT COUNCIL CREATE ENERGY CONSERVATION COMMITTEE (ECC) CHARGED WITH CONDUCTING OR CAUSING TO BE CONDUCTED A COMPLETE CITY-WIDE ENERGY AUDIT OF THE CITY OF KINGSTON AND ALL CITY CONTROLLED ENTITIES INCLUDING:

1.   REVIEWING OR CAUSING AN INDEPENDENT REVIEW OF THE CITIES ENERGY CONSERVATION POLICIES INCLUDING THE CITY’S CURRENT USE OF ELECTRIC POWER WITH THE GOAL OF REDUCING THE CITY’S ELECTRICAL POWER CONSUMPTION;
2.   REVIEWING OR CAUSING A REVIEW OF THE CITIES POLICIES ON AND USE OF CITY OWNED VEHICLES WITH THE GOAL OF REDUCING THE CITY’S GASOLINE AND DIESEL FUEL CONSUMPTION

3.   REPORTING BACK TO COUNCIL ITS FINDINGS AND RECOMMENDATIONS.

THE ECC SHALL BE COMPOSED OF:

     A.   A CHAIRPERSON ELECTED BY AND FROM CITY COUNCIL,

     B.   THREE CITY EMPLOYEES EACH FROM A DIFFERENC CITY DEPARTMENT (RECOMMENDED BY THE CITY MANAGER AND CONFIRMED BY COUNCIL) AND;

     C.   THREE KINGSTON RESIDENTS (SELECTED FROM VOLUNTEERS AND CONFIRMED BY COUNCIL)

City Attorney McPherson stated a committee would have to be formed by an ordinance and that he would prepare the ordinance for the November 3rd work session.

Mayor Beets adjourned the meeting following a motion by Councilwoman Ferguson, second by Councilwoman DeVall and a unanimous voice vote by the council.
