4. PREVIOUS MINUTES – A motion made by Councilwoman DeVall, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to waive the reading and approve as written the minutes of the regular meeting on October 14 and a special called meeting on October 21, 2008.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

A. REPORTS BY COUNCIL MEMBERS – Mayor Beets reported on the Johnson Property on Gallaher Road and the Hampton Inn property on N. Kentucky Street.

8.   NEW BUSINESS
A. AUTHORIZE THE CITY MANAGER AND CITY ATTORNEY TO TAKE NECESSARY ACTION TO ACQUIRE SURPLUS RIGHT-OF-WAY ON NORTH KENTUCKY STREET (NEAR CENTER’S FERRY BRIDGE) FROM THE TENNESSEE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION

A motion made by Councilwoman DeVall, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to authorize the City Manager and City Attorney to proceed with acquiring the surplus right-of-way on N. Kentucky Street from the Tennessee Department of Transportation.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
B. AUTHORIZE JOINT PROGRAM WITH MICHAEL DUNN CENTER FOR SOLID WASTE RECYCLING

A motion made by Councilwoman Ferguson, second by Councilwoman Miles that the City continue to support and encourage the Michael Dunn Recycling Program and allow the paper shredder on City property.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

C. GRANT A NONEXCLUSIVE EASEMENT OVER CITY PROPERTY AS A MEANS OF INGRSS AND EGRESS TO THAT PROPERTY SHOWN ON TAX MAP 47O, GROUP E, PARCELS 002 AND 003, SUBJECT TO APPROVAL OF THE TENNESSEE VALLEY AUTHORITY AND AUTHORIZE THE CITY MANGER AND CITY ATTORNEY TO BEGIN THE PROCESS OF OBTAINING SUCH APPROVAL.
