      D.   APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT FOR MAINTENANCE OF STATE HIGHWAYS THROUGH MUNICIPALTIES WITH THE TENNESSEE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION
A motion made by Councilman Sugarman, second by Councilwoman Ferguson to approve and authorize the Mayor to execute the 2009/2010 street maintenance contract with the Tennessee Department of Transportation.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
      E.   APPROVE AND AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A CONTRACT BETWEEN THE STATE OF TENNESSEE DEPARTMENT ENVIRONMENT AND CONSERVATION AND THE CITY OF KINGSTON

A motion made by Councilman McClure, second by Councilman White to approve and authorize the Mayor to execute the contract  with the Tennessee Department of Environment and Conservation for the provision of comprehensive recreation assessment.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes

      F.   AWARD PAVING BID TO ROGERS GROUP IN THE ADJUSTED AMOUNT OF $65.98 PER TON AND AUTHORIZE MAYOR AND/OR CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE AGREEMENT AND OTHER CONTRACT DOCUMENTS PURSUANT TO AVAILABILITY OF FUNDING

A motion made by Councilwoman Ferguson, second by Councilman Williams to award the bid to Rogers Group in the adjusted amount of $65.98 per ton because of the CPI increase and to authorize the Mayor and/or City Manager to execute all contract document for the  street paving project. A motion made by Councilman White, second by Councilman Williams to approve the purchase of a 1998 grade all in the amount of $9500.00 from State Surplus.  The motion passed with a unanimous roll call vote.  7 Ayes
