Dear Crafter,

It is our goal here at Kingston Parks and Recreation to expand and improve our July 4th event, “Smokin’ the Water”.  One of the ways to do that is to have more crafters.  I am offering drastically reduced booth space in hopes that you might join us for this event.  The normal price for a 10’x10’ space is $125, and for a 10’x20’ is $175, but space is now $50 for a 10’x10’ and $75 for a 10’x20’. This is an exceptional opportunity for you to sell your craft, because this is the largest event in Kingston and Roane County.  It draws in approximately 10,000 people on this one day from our area and surrounding counties.  

All we ask is that your craft be handmade or a portion of it, and if you haven’t been a craft vendor with us within the past two years that you submit a minimum of 4 photos of your craft.

If you are interested in participating please read the following pages and return you application as soon as possible, because spaces are limited and at this price they will go fast.

The festival hours this year on Sunday, July 4th are 12 Noon –10 p.m.  You must be present on the day of July 3rd at the designated time to set up your space as indicated on the following page.  Please do not arrive early set up will be only during the time stated.  You will be notified between June 7th and June 18th as to where your space will be located, so please do not call prior to the event to find out where your space will be.  

The official deadline is June 1st, but as mentioned above, in order to secure space it is best to send in your application and payment as soon as possible.

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 CRAFT VENDOR RULES & GUIDELINES

1. Booth space is limited and is on a first come, first serve basis, however the deadline to return this form and payment is June 1st.  

2. Crafts must be handmade.  Portions of craft may be store bought, but must be assembled, arranged or embellished by crafter.
3. No crafter will be allowed to sell any food or beverage for public consumption at the event.

4. The City of Kingston Parks & Recreation Dept. reserves the right to and may limit similar crafts.

5. No one vendor will be the exclusive seller of any specific craft.

6. Weapons of any kind, ammunition, alcohol, tobacco may not be sold

7. Vendors are expected to follow, pertinent federal, state, and local law/ordinances.

8. Vendor must provide their own chairs, tables, tents and other accessories.

9. Vendors must maintain their space in a manner that protects themselves and the public.

10. Booth fees will not be refunded after June 15th for any reason. 

11. Vendors are responsible for keeping their space clean providing their own trash bags and receptacles at their booth. Trash will be picked up by park staff if bagged and sealed.
Setting up at the event

1. Vendor must be present on Saturday July 3rd, anytime between 9:30- Noon to receive booth assignment and set up booth, tents tables, chairs etc. 
2. Please do not arrive earlier than the time designated or ask for your booth assignment in advance. The designated time is between 9:30 a.m. to Noon.
3. If no one is present at the time listed above to set up the booth, the space will be forfeited.
4. Smaller items may be brought in on the morning of July 4th   between 10:00-11:30 a.m.

Cars, trucks and like vehicles must be moved and parked in designated vendor parking by 11:45 a.m.  No vehicles will be allowed to depart or enter the vending area on July 4th between 11:45 a.m. –10:00 p.m. 

5. Booth space is on asphalt; stakes are not allowed to secure tents/canopies.  Cinder blocks, bricks or other means are necessary to secure these, as spaces are on the lakefront and it gets windy.

6. Security will be on site after hours on July 3rd.  The City of Kingston, its employees and representatives will not be liable for any property loss or personal injury.

7. Tear down will begin at 10 p.m. on July 4th, and must be completed with all items removed by 12 a.m. July 5th.

7. ___I understand Kingston Parks & Recreation Dept. reserves the right to limit similar crafts, but no one vendor will be the exclusive seller of any specific craft item.

8. ___ I understand that no refund will be issued after June 15th.

9. ___In consideration of the City of Kingston allowing me to participate in ”Smokin’ The Water” ("event"), I hereby agree to waive all claims against, release, and hold harmless the City and all of its officials, officers, agents, employees, in both their public and private capacities, from any and all liability, claims, suits, demands, losses, damages, attorney’s fees, including all expenses of litigation or settlement, or causes of action which may arise by reason of injury or death of any person or for loss of, damage to, or loss of use of any property arising out of or in connection with my participation in the event. I agree that the City of Kingston, its officials, employees, agents, and representatives have the right to use pictures of me taken at the event without payment to me.
