and the Tennessee Valley Author-
ity (TVA) celebrated the official
dedication of a new spring-fed wa-
ter line that will provide a plentiful
supply of clean water to the citi-
zens of Kingston.

The original gravity water line
was destroyed during the 2008
ash spill at TVA's Kingston facil-
ity. At the request of Kingston offi-
cials, TVA agreed to a complete
replacement of the damaged wa-
ter line. According to Mayor
Beets, “Prior to the spill, this water
line provided service to the west
side of the city and produced
about 25 percent of Kingston'’s to-
tal drinking water supply. | thank
TVA for replacing the damaged
section, but | also want to recog-
nize them for providing a valuable
enhancement to our water supply
infrastructure by replacing the en-
tire length of the spring-fed line,”
continued Beets.

The new water line, con-
structed of eight and ten inch di-
ameter pipe, is approximately
18,000 feet in length and connects
the Swan Pond Spring to the City

of Kingston’s pumping station lo-
cated on the west side of the Clinch
River Bridge. Replaced at a cost of
approximately $1.5 million, the new
line should help eliminate some of
the water quality and pressure
problems which occurred when the
original line was taken out of ser-
vice.

Following the spill, TVA hired
engineers and contractors to redes-
ign and rebuild the line. The con-
struction work was completed last
month and the line was placed
back in service on August 18,
2010. The spring line now provides
approximately 250,000 gallons of
water to the city each day.

Steve McCracken, TVA's Gen-
eral Manager of the Kingston Ash
Recovery Project, added, “TVA has
been a proud Kingston and Roane
County neighbor for over 50 years
and we are pleased the work to re-
place the City of Kingston’s spring-
fed water line is now com-
plete. Hundreds of dedicated peo-
ple are working every day to re-
store the area to pre-spill condi-
tions and will not stop until that im-
portant work is complete.”
